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Active BO Accounts (in Crores)
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During the last 12 months, the number of active
BO accounts with CDSL has increased from
0.93 Crore as on November 30, 2014 to 1.03 Crore
as on November 30, 2015, which indicates growth
of 10.75%.

Depository Participants
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As on November 30, 2015 CDSL has 577 DPs
offering DP services from over 12,500 locations
across the country. These DPs comprise of
CMs, Banks, NBFCs & Custodians.
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The securities of almost all listed companies have
been admitted with CDSL for demat. Further, a large
number of Private Limited and unlisted companies
are also admitted with CDSL. As on November 30,
2015, the securities of 9422 unique companies have
been admitted for demat with CDSL.

DELIVERY INSTRUCTION SLIP (DIS) ISSUANCE AND TRANSACTION
PROCESSING

In order to strengthen the supervisory and monitoring role of the depositories
and its Depository Participants (DPs) with respect to issuance and processing
of Delivery Instruction Slips (DIS), SEBI, had issued circular no.
CIR/MRD/DP/ 01/2014 dated January 7, 2014. CDSL, vide communique no.
CDSL/OPS/DP/POLCY/4488 had then laid down the operational guidelines
toimplement the necessary measures.

In order to maintain uniformity, SEBI had informed that all DIS issued prior to
January 07, 2014 should be phased out within a period of 2 years i.e. January
06, 2016. DPs are now requested to use DIS issued after January 7, 2014.
DPs should ensure compliance to enable BOs carry out hassle-free
transactions.

Two types of Reports are available viz., Instant Report and History
Report with options for 'formatted (pdf)' and 'unformatted (csv)'".
Instant Report:
» Current transaction and holding statement can be generated for a
period of 30 days spread over 3 months.
History Report:
» Transaction and holding statement can be generated for any period
for upto 365 days. e.g. If a BO has transacted on 24th December
2014, then, transaction statement can be generated for the period
24th December 2014 to 23rd December 2015.
[B] Consolidated Account Statement (CAS):
CDSL has introduced a new facility for online viewing and downloading
of CAS statements. To view your CAS statements, click on the new tab
'CAS' available in the easi/easiestlogin.
Change of default depository from NSDL to CDSL: In case you are
receiving your CAS from NSDL and you desire to avail the facility of
viewing the same online through CDSL, you can change the default
depository to CDSL by informing the same to your depository participant
with NSDL.
Registration for email statement:
To enable receipt of all transaction statements (including CAS) by email, you
can now provide your consent for the same 'online' through the option
'Registration for Email Statement'. Using the said option you can update your

REVIEW OF ANNUAL CUSTODY/ISSUER CHARGES

With an objective of promoting financial inclusion and expanding the
reach of depository services to tier Il and tier Il towns, the Depository
Systems Review Committee (DSRC) has recommended that the
revenue source of the depositories may be increased and Depository
Participants (DPs) may be incentivized by having a revenue sharing
mechanism between depositories and Dps.

SEBI vide its Circular no. CIR/MRD/DP/18/2015 dated December
09, 2015, has revised Issuers Charges from Rs. 8.00 to Rs. 11.00,
subjectto a minimum as mentioned below :

Annual Custody Fee payable by
an Issuer to each depository (Rs.)

Upto 5 crore 9,000
Above 5 crore and upto 10 crore 22,500
Above 10 crore and upto 20 crore 45,000
Above 20 crore 75,000

In order to compensate the DPs towards the cost of opening and
maintaining Basic Services Demat Accounts (BSDA), the
depositories shall incentivize their DP for every new BSDA opened in
other than the top 15 cities with Rs. 100/-.

Further to the above, in order to incentivize the DPs to promote
holdings in the BSDA, the depositories may pay an amount of Rs. 2
per folio per ISIN to the respective depository participant (DP), in
respect of the ISIN positions held in Basic Service Demat Accounts
(BSDA). For further details, kindly refer to CDSL communiqué
no. 5613 dated December 11,2015.

SUCCESSFUL FACILITATION OF ELECTRONIC VOTING

CDSL's e-Voting System enables investors to cast their votes
pertaining to company resolutions through the internet till the closure
of an e-Voting event. At present, 4174 companies have signed the
agreement with CDSL for availing of its e-Voting facility of which 3745
companies have used CDSL's e-Voting platform to conduct electronic
voting for AGMs and postal ballot resolutions on 7709 occasions. To
register your company for eVoting, please contact Mr. Anand Tirodkar
on 022-22728153, anandt@cdslindia.com or Mr. Ankit Bandivadekar
on 022-22728634,ankitb@cdslindia.com.

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CDSL : Guide to Register as AUA/KUA

Toregister as KUA/AUA to start using the e-kyc services:

CDSL, is registered with UIDAI as Authentication Service Agency (ASA) & KYC Service Agency (KSA) to provide the authentication
and KYC services respectively. While, CVL is registered as Authentication User Agency (AUA).

Intermediaries, who wish to use Authentication Services can register with CVL as Sub AUA. However, to use KUA Service, an
intermediary is required to first register as AUA with UIDAI and then as KUA.

Organizations interested in using the e-KYC service, will need to get approved and authorized by UIDAI to use this service. The
details of the process of making an application, supporting documents required, technical integration guidelines etc. can be found at
the following link: http://uidai.gov.in/authentication-2/more.html. The brief process flow for AUA/KUA On-Boarding process is given
below:

Enquiry Submission:
a. Submitenquiry online on https://authportal.uidai.gov.in/web/uidai/aua-onboarding
b. Provide details like Organisation Name, Nodal person name, Phone, email, Proposed Business scope.

Enquiry Acceptance: UIDAI reviews the enquiry and:
a. Approves, if found satisfactory
b. Revertsin case additional information is required.

c. Rejectsifdisapproved.
Login credentials: Login details are provided to the prospective AUA on the email id provided during enquiry.

Application submission: Submit details as per eligibility criteria with details like Organization, Nodal Contact, Management
point of Contact, Technical Contact, CDSL ASA engagement, Scope Information, Readiness activity. Upload these documents
through the login and send hard copy of all the documents.

Application Approval: UIDAI reviews the application and approves if found satisfactory and the documentation is complete.
UIDAI sends the agreement for signature.

Agreement Signing: Agreement is signed between AUA-UIDAI as per the defined format by the Authorised Signatory of the
prospective AUA and submitted to UIDAL.

AUA sets up its infrastructure to avail Authentication services: These include:

a. Procuring and setting-up AUA server

b. Audittrail setup

c. ClientApplication Development

Pre-Production Access: Pre-Production access credentials are shared with AUA - License Key and AUA Code. AUA conducts
pre-production testing.

End to End Testing: The entity is required to perform the testing of the application system, 100 test transactions, submit Go Live
& Audit Compliance Checklist submission to UIDAI.

Production Access: UIDAI reviews Go Live & Audit Compliance Checklist and verifies test transactions. Shares the access
credentials for Production setup.

Go-Live: AUA performs the necessary configuration changes required at its end. AUA can thereafter perform successful
Authentication Transactions on Production Environment.

In orderto register as KUA:

1. Theintermediary should complete 3 lakh AUAtransactions in 3 months

2. Anaddendum tothe AUAagreementwill be appended.

3. Aformisrequired to be submitted to UIDAI

4. RepeatpointNos. 6to 11 of the above procedure.
